A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE AMENDMENTS TO SECTION 1,
ARTICLE ITII AND VII OF THE 2014 REVISED RULES FOR THE
ISSUANCE OF CERTIFICATES OF COMPLIANCE (COCS) FOR
GENERATION COMPANIES, QUALIFIED END-USERS AND
ENTITIES WITH SELF-GENERATION FACILITIES

WHEREAS, Section 6 of Republic Act No. 09136 (R.A. 9136)
otherwise known as the Electric Power Industry Reform Act of 2001
(EPIRA) states that Generation Companies shall, before they operate,
secure from the Energy Regulatory Commission (ERC) Certificates of
Compliance (COCs) pursuant to the standards set forth thereunder;

WHEREAS, under Section 1, Rule 5 of the Implementing
Rules and Regulations (IRR) of the EPIRA, no person may engage in
the generation of electricity unless such person has received a COC
from the ERC to operate facilities used in the generation of electricity;

WHEREAS, on 26 June 2002, the ERC promulgated the
Guidelines for the Issuance of Certificate of Compliance (COC) for
Generation Companies/Facilities (“COC Guidelines”), which took
effect on July 20, 2002;

WHEREAS, on 10 March 2010, the ERC promulgated the
Revised Rules for the Issuance of COCs for Generation
Companies/Facilities;

WHEREAS, on 15 September 2014, the ERC approved the
2014 Revised Rules for the Issuance of COCs for Generation

Companies, Qualified End-Users and Entities with Self-Generation
Facilities (2014 Revised COC Rules);

WHEREAS, there is a need for ERC to exercise its regulatory
authority and ensure that its mandate in the processing and approval
of COCs are carried out in accordance with R.A. 9136;

WHEREAS, Section 1, Article IIT of the 2014 Revised COC
Rules provides, as follows:
