ORDER

On 19 July 2018, Surigao Del Norte Electric Cooperative, Inc.
(SURNECO) filed an Application dated 25 June 2018 (Application),
seeking for the approval of the adjustment in rates based on the Tariff
Glide Path (TGP) on the fourth to sixth regulatory years of the First
Entrant Electric Cooperative under the TGP Rules, with motion for
provisional authority.

In its Application, SURNECO alleged, among others, the
following;:
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THE APPLICANT

1. it is a non-stock, non-profit electric cooperative, duly
organized and existing under and by virtue of Philippine
laws, with principal office address at Narciso corner
Espina Streets, Surigao City.

2. It holds an exclusive franchise from the National
Electrification Commission, to operate an electric light
and power distribution service in Surigao City as well as
certain municipalities in the province of Surigao del
Norte, namely: Alegria, Bacuag, Claver, Gigaquit, Mainit,
Malimono, Placer, San Francisco, Sison, Taganaan and
Tubod.

NATURE OF THE APPLICATION

3.  The instant application is being filed for the approval of
Applicant’s proposed adjustment in its Distribution,
Supply and Metering (DSM) Rates based on the tariff
glide path for the fourth to sixth regulatory years of the
First Regulatory Period for Electric Cooperatives
belonging to the First Entrant Group under the Tariff
Glide Path Rules (TGP Rules), as well as other pertinent
laws and rules.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

4. Sometime in 2013, Applicant filed with the Honorable
Commission an application for approval of proposed
adjustment in its DSM Rates pursuant to the TGP Rules,
docketed as ERC Case No. 2013- 121 RC;

5. In the said application, the cooperative prayed for
approval of either of the following two (2) proposed
alternative DSM rates, to be made effective starting
January 2014 and up to December 31, 2016, to wit:
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
